Location

Back in Blood will be held on Friday the 3rd and Saturday the 4th of July, 2009.  It will take place at yet to be 
determined street spots across this skating Mecca.  Pictures and the location of the spots will be made available 
closer to the time. 

Accomodation + Travel

Barcelona is easily reached with many European no frills airlines.  You are obviously advised to book early to 
save yourself some Euro notes to buy Jay Nowman a beer.  Being a major European city, there are a whole range 
of accomodation options available to suit every budget and taste.  The city is well connected with the metro, so 
you will never have to travel too far.  You are advised however to try and stay within walking distance of
 La Rambla, the city’s main thoroughfare.  It is often the meeting point for nights out.

Disciplines to Compete in

Riders in the contest must pay €40, payable BEFORE 30th May 2009.  This fee will entitle you to accomodation at the 
Drop-Inn Shop in Barcelona, plus entrance to the After Party.  Accomodation will be from Thursday the 2nd July- Sunday 
5th July.   Payment details will be provided with your invitation or your succesful wild card application.

Spectating will be free of charge. 

Please note, skating in the contest is entirely at your own risk. Streetboarding can be dangerous, and also is not always in 
accordance with local laws.  The event organisers and associates can not be held responsible for any injuries, loss of life, 
arrests/criminal charges, loss of personal possessions.  

The Contest

The contest will be split into 3 Disciplines; Ledge, Rail and Gap.  

The Ledge and Rail contests will take place from 12-9pm on Friday the 3rd July.

The Gap contest will take place from 3-8pm on Saturday 4th July. 

The contest will be rider judged.  Only the rider who place 1st in each catagory will receive prize money. 

There will be 4 winners.  One winner in each discipline, and one overall Back in Blood Champion. 

Each rider will vote for their top 8 riders in each discipline.  Each rider will receive the following points for each placing: 
1st - 10 points
2nd - 8 points
3rd -  6 points
4th -  5 points
5th - 4 points
6th - 3 points 
7th - 2 points
8th - 1 point 

The Same points system will be used to determine the overall Back in Blood Champion
